Tevis Rangers Junior High Jazz Band

The Tevis Rangers will be performing the
intermission set at the April 29th Sunday
Session. This will be the third time that this
junior high jazz band has been featured at our
monthly event.

The Tevis Rangers Jazz Ensemble from
Bakersfield made their debut as our inter-
mission band in May 2015.
